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Location of Mantsala

 About 60 kilometers north of Helsinki

 There are eighteen (18) smaller villages
In Mantsala, several smaller lakes
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Mantsala was chosen as a pilot municipality in
southern Finland

In spring 2009 TTS got to know the Estonian mapping
method and planned at the same time with partners,
how objects could be mapped in Finland

TTS received private forest owners addresses from
the association of forest owners Uusimaa

A Inquiry and an information letter were sent to ca
1200 forest owners in autumn 2009
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How were the objects mapped?

\

In spring 2010 the method was developed further by
writing instructions and forms for the field work

A database was created for the storage of objects (an
Access application)

About 50 forest owners returned the questionnaire.
TTS phoned all of them and the background
iInformation of these objects were noted in the
database

Future object mapping was tested using three objects



How were the objects mapped?

During summer 2010 objects were mapped by TTS and forest
owners (ca. 200 objects)

Objects were photographed, forest owners were interviewed and
object information was written down, gps-coordinates by field-
GPS (Germin).

One object was visited by two persons: one of them took the
coordinates, the other one photograhed and talked with the forest
owner and also wrote down the background stories
